Education Act and Children's Services Act Review�

papers as part of its reform and review of the Education and Children's Services Acts. �

On the 31st March 2008 the Minister for Education and Children’s Services released Legislative 
Reform Discussion Paper 2: the Registration and Regulation of Schools and Children's Services. �

Public consultation on this paper will run until Monday 30th June 2008.�

Proposal Five Summary: Consistency in regulation arising from establishing a single entity (Authority 
or Board) overseeing all of the above areas.�

Proposal Six Summary: Sharing the costs of effective regulation - charging schools, teachers, etc., for 
licensing and registration costs...�
��
Proposal Seven Summary: Looking at different approaches to charging regulatory fees...�
��
Proposal Eight Summary: Ensure smooth transition to new regulations an conditions. 
 
Please make time to read through the Discussion Paper and fill out the Feedback form and have a 
say: the proposals will impact on how education is delivered in South Australia. Apart from tinkering 
every now whatever Bill gets passed in Parliament will stay in force for decades. The current 
Education Act was legislated in 1972!  
 
Comment by Beverley Paine 
 
A very brief read of the SA proposals for legislative change gave rise to me cynically thinking that this 
is an attempt to privatise education completely (via the back door, in the same way as water and 
electricity). There seems to be an emphasis of shifting responsibility for the cost of delivering 
education to a 'separate entity'. Regardless of whether this happens, it is clear from the tone of the 
document that regulation is set to get tighter across the board. I am concerned that if the direction 
that these proposals appear to be heading is adopted, then home educators can expect a push to be 
not only registered but to have qualifications too, as well as having to pay for the privilege of being 
‘registered’. The future looks dark and I hope I'm wrong. However, the proposals seem extraordinarily 
radical to me and it's rare that radical proposals get up... It’s imperative that home educators make 
their desires known throughout the separate consultation periods.  
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I’M A BEGINNER!   Instead I have nothing more than a handful of mistakes to report!  I guess we could all do 
that if we were silly enough to want to!  I’d like to think (I really would) that things just aren’t so hard as we make 
them seem in our minds (I really would)!  And in fact I do feel a bit more relaxed since the seminar last weekend.  
We’ve been going batty here , Ethan and I, since I decided to get all serious at the start of this year!  It is just the 
stress of feeling I have to live up to someone else’s standard of “educating” my child, the fact that we are 
compelled to go through all this because someone else decided it was a good idea (here I say this while little 
children in some poor country walk for miles to be able to go to school). 

We have started home schooling “properly” (I can hear the laughter) at the 
beginning of this year.  I say “properly” because we’ve always enjoyed a 
learning approach to life anyway.  We also didn’t send Ethan to primary school 
till he was 6, after doing about half a year of kindy (he is 8 now).  It was partly 
not knowing what else to do but send him to school, as well as the fact that he 
wanted to go (so he thought till he actually went!).  A few months into it and he 
was slowly becoming unhappy and non-cooperative at school, pretty much as 
he had at kindy.  As soon as the possibility of home schooling was brought up 
again, his efforts at school declined!  Funny that.  So the last term of last year, 
we did a bit of this and that, not a great deal of recording but we dated and kept 
what he did on paper.  We had also moved so we were using that time to settle 
in as well. 

Well if this must be done , I take GREAT comfort in the fact that I’ll be the one with Ethan all day every day, I’ll be 
listening to his queries, and to an extent, I’ll decide what he’ll learn about.  I could easily make a big long list of 
why I prefer this option.  I have enjoyed the volunteering I’ve done at Ethan’s old primary school because I love 
being around kids, but I have to say that I am for home schooling, even though I do understand that all people are 
going through their own things in life and may not be able to do it or even see the benefit for one reason or 
another (just about everyone I’ve ever met included). 

I decided to work with the terms like school does because I myself need some 
kind of frame/rules/schooliness  or I  become  

All this talk about me!  Well I tried to see what Ethan wanted, 
asked him lots of questions all the time; in the end I found that he 
is happy when I am happy , so for a start we’ll do it in a way that 
I can function.  I can see that we are already slowly tailoring this 
to Ethan’s likes/needs/strengths and weaknesses etc, until one 
day we’ll be just cruising won’t we ?! 

completely overwhelmed with all the exciting ideas and possibilities, which renders me pretty useless at 
organising anything whatsoever (only just happened a few weeks ago actually; no; happened for most of term 1).  
I also felt I needed to know those holidays would be there , regardless of how we were going or what needed 
doing! 

First term I wrote down everything we did, recorded  with pictures, dated work, 
etc; tried to organise  some things in advance (it was called flying by the seat of 
my pants ).  I didn’t know how we were doing according to the state’s standards .  
This stress  built up, not knowing how much time to spend, how to categorise  
half the things we did (3 or 4 of the “key learning areas” could be covered in a 
single activity!), we were not in a routine  (me), had no support… the stress 
affected Ethan also and we were not happy chappies .

My non-educational thoughts on curriculum : 
 
I've been a home school mum for over a year now.  Something to be proud of I know.  Initially I was happy if I survived a 
month..then a term...and now with a little bit of hindsight I'm kind of thinking that maybe its not so hard after all.  There is one 
thing in particular though that hangs over my head like a dark cloud.  It's that eternal question that pops up when I least expect 
it..."which curriculum are you using?"  I know, I know...people just cant help themselves.  It goes hand in hand when 
mentioning that I home school.  In the same way that children get asked how old they are and mothers of babies asked "is he 
a good baby?"   
 
In my opinion, the word 'curriculum'...like other words that have that dreaded "rr" in them, should be removed all together from 
this planet.  No one would disagree with me that terrorism, hemorrhoids and cardiac arrest are things that we could all do 
without.  So why not get rid of the curriculum concept as well?  Just think... it would make homeschooling so much more 
enticing.   
 
Imagine the education department sending their rep over to your home to make sure that your children were being properly 
educated.  They would make sure that your child was spending most of their day outside in the fresh air.  They would then 
deduct points if they felt that your child's day looked too similar to the day before.  The rep would tsk tsk when seeing work 
that looked repetitive and practically faint when presented with a daily schedule.   
 
In many ways a curriculum for a home school family reminds me of a birthing plan for the pregnant couple.  It's a fairly 
standard procedure these days for the doctor or midwife to sit down with the couple and discuss what sort of ideas they have 
in mind for the impending birth.  The options are endless.  Water births, epidurals, medical students being present and so on.  
Reality is though...that once the woman is about five centimetres dilated. The birthing plan - along with the scented candles, 
whale sounds CD and the massage oils get thrown out the window.  The rest of the labour is then able to progress as nature 
intended.  It's a completely acceptable practice to spend ages discussing a birth plan. and then having it discarded within 
moments of that first contraction.  Let's embrace that for the homeschooling family as well.  Let's allow the dialogue about 
curriculum to take place...but once that first cramp happens...let's ditch it and allow nature to take its course.   
 
As much as I'm in awe of families that have their day planned out...as much as I come away from their home with my head 
hanging in shame. I have to wonder.. 
 
How do you design a curriculum that makes room for a spontaneous trip to the beach... that lasts all day... where you just can't 
pull yourself away from the magical sand castle so you come home after bed time with sand in your hair and exhausted smiles 
on your faces?  A curriculum that then allows the next day to not even start till after ten because everyone needs to stay in 
bed and recharge.   
 
Or a curriculum that allows for the kids to venture down to the nature reserve at the back of your house.  They pack their own 
lunch and don't come back for hours.  Eventually in the late afternoon they return with stories about waterfalls from the latest 
down pour, finding blue tongue lizards and catching yabbies with their bare hands.   
 
Or a curriculum that caters to younger siblings who are urgently needing help to build the biggest duplo tower ever and then 
decide that they no longer need morning naps?   
 
For the life of me I just can't see how a home school curriculum can in anyway go hand in hand with children who wake up in 
the morning ready to create, explore and have that zest for life that is so rare these days.   
 
Yes my kids are doing maths most days.  Yes they write stuff about their lives or stories that 
they create.  And yes...if I can pull myself away from the endless dirty dishes I try to make a 
point of correcting their spelling and so on.  But to be honest. other than that our days just 
happen.  I figure that they are learning so much from the books they devour, the cubbies they 
are building, the dance routines they choreograph and the time spent helping in the home.  
Their dad gets involved with the occasional science lesson (thankfully I'm not expected to help 
out in that department)and he is available at dinner times for vital questions about friction and 
distances in space.

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LEARNING STYLES PART 3.  
 

What is an auditory learner?   
Auditory learners understand new ideas and concepts best when they hear the information. If you 
peek into a classroom, they're the ones who learn a tune in a snap just from hearing their teacher 
sing it, or who can follow directions to the letter after being told only once or twice what to do. 
Other auditory learners concentrate better at a task when they have music or white noise in the 
background, or retain new information more accurately when they talk it out. 
 
What are the benefits of knowing my child's learnin g style?   
Knowing how your child likes to learn and process information is an invaluable tool that you can 
use to help her do better in school and develop a love of learning. Education experts have 
identified three main types of learners — physical, visual, and auditory. Understanding that your 
child is an auditory learner (though her style may shift later), and therefore most comfortable 
using hearing to explore the world, can help you play to that strength and work on the other 
learning styles — physical and visual — that need more stimulation. 
 
When learning about a new math concept, for example, an auditory learner will remember the 
information if she can listen to the teacher explain it or sing it and answer her questions. A 
physical learner may need to use blocks, an abacus, or other counting materials to practice the 
new concept. A visual learner will grasp the material more quickly by reading about it in a math 
book, watching her teacher solve a sample problem on the black board, or seeing herself solve 
the problem with concrete materials. 
 

These learning styles aren't just theoretical. Several studies have shown that accommodating a child's learning style can significantly 
increase her performance at school. Many of these studies were based on a specific learning styles program developed by Rita Dunn, 
director of the Centre for the Study of Learning and Teaching Styles at St. John's University in Jamaica, N.Y., and the evidence is 
compelling. Two elementary schools in North Carolina increased the achievement test scores of students from the 30th percentile to the 
83rd percentile over a three-year period. And in 1992, the U.S. Department of Education found that attending to a child's learning style 
was one of the few strategies that improved achievement of special education students on national tests.  

What can I do to help my auditory child excel at sc hool?   
The best way to support your auditory child is to indulge her interests and provide her with the materials she needs to learn. "Pay 
attention to activities your child enjoys, and try to approach learning from that point," says Kurt Fischer, director of Mind, Brain, and 
Education at the Harvard Graduate School of Education. Have lots of audio materials, such as books-on-tape and music, readily 
available at home. If she's working on a project or playing a game, go over the directions with her orally. Ask her lots of questions and 
encourage her to do the same, especially at school, if she needs help understanding a topic or doesn't understand what she needs to 
do for homework. Talking about subjects as much as she needs to will help her grasp new concepts for 2nd to 3rd graders:  

How can I address my auditory child's weaknesses in  other areas?   
Try not to think of your child's heavy reliance on her hearing and listening skills as a weakness. Just because she's primarily an auditory 
learner doesn't mean she'll have trouble keeping up in school. Learning styles aren't set in stone — your child will adopt other styles as 
she grows older and develops other skills. "Learning is complex," says Barbara Given, director of the Adolescent Learning Research 
Centre at the Krasnow Institute for Advanced Study at George Mason University in Fairfax, Va. "Finding out your child's learning style is 
just the tip of the iceberg." What matters more is how you use this information to help your child learn new things. 
 
While it's important to provide your child with many opportunities to engage in listening activities, Given says pay attention to the other 
learning styles, too. "It's crucial that parents work with multiple senses as well, so the child can become well rounded and use various 
strategies to grasp new information," she says. To help boost her visual skills, play matching card games or "I spy" (you say, for 
example, "I spy a man in a red shirt and your child has to find him). To give her more physical stimulation, immerse her in hands-on 
activities such as building models, flying kites, and making collages. 
 
You can also teach her how to compensate for her lack of strength in the other learning styles. For example, if she finds it hard to learn 
about dinosaurs by reading about them, which works well for visual learners, or by touching clay figures of different types of dinosaurs, 
an activity that appeals to physical learners, rent some books-on-tape on the subject. You could also talk to her teacher about taping the 
lessons so she can listen to them again when she's home. If she's struggling to learn grammar, "Schoolhouse Rock" or other jingles that 
help auditory kids remember the rules of the English language will help. 
Teach her to use her auditory skills to complement any activities that are more visual or physical. If she's in circle time and is unable to 
concentrate on the stories she's hearing because the teacher is showing the pictures in the book at the same time, tell her to sit away 
from the teacher where she's not distracted by the images, close her eyes, and listen. If she's learning how to dance or solve a math 
problem, she can whisper each step to herself as she does it. 
In the end, what matters most is that you nurture and support your child's learning, no matter what her style. Follow her lead and focus 
not on how great she's becoming at certain subjects, but on how great she is in general. "Good parenting counts most," says Given. "It's 

essential for learning and discovery." For more information and to test your child’s learning style go to www. .com

I'm a car to 
order, "Right around 5.30 please." 
I was certain that these were the hands that had once held 
books and the eyes that studied history and the mind that 
graduated summa cum laude - but now they had disappeared 
into the peanut butter, never to be seen again. 
She's going...she's going...she's gone! 
One night, a group of us were having dinner, celebrating the 
return of a friend from England. 
Janice had just gotten back from a fabulous trip, and she was 
going on and on about the hotel she stayed in. I was sitting 
there, looking around at all the others all put together so well. It 
was hard not to compare and feel sorry for myself as I looked 
down at my out-of-style dress; it was the only thing I could find 
that was clean… My unwashed hair was pulled back in a banana 
clip and I was afraid I could actually smell peanut butter in it. I 
was feeling pretty pathetic, when Janice turned to me with a 
beautifully wrapped package, and said, "I bought this for you".

No act of kindness you've done, no 
sequin you've sewn on, no cupcake you've baked, is too small 
for me to notice and smile over. You are building a great 
cathedral, but you can't see right now what it will become." 
  
At times, my invisibility feels like an affliction. But it is not a 
disease that is erasing my life. It is the cure for the disease of 
my own self-centredness. It is the antidote to my strong, 
stubborn pride. 
When I really think about it, I don't want my son to tell the friends 
he's bringing home for Thanksgiving.  "My Mum gets up at 4 in 
the morning and bakes homemade pies, and then she hand 
bastes the turkey for three hours and presses all the linen for the 
table." That would mean I'd built a shrine or a monument to 
myself. I just want him to want to come home. And then, if there 
is anything more to say to his friends, to add, "You're gonna love 
it there." 
  
As mothers, we are building great cathedrals. We cannot see if 
we're doing it right. And one day, it is very possible that the 
world will marvel, not only at what we have built, but at the 
beauty that has been added to the world by the sacrifices of 
invisible women!
