Exemptions for principal carer parents 
 
2.17      Special family circumstances may make it appropriate for the participation requirements of 
principal carer parents to be reduced or exempted. Automatic exemption can be applied if:  

* the principal carer is an active, registered foster carer;  
 
* the parent is providing home schooling; or  
 
* the parent is facilitating distance education for their child. 
  
2.19      An application for an exemption must have verifiable circumstances and will be assessed on 
a case-by-case basis for all groups other than active registered foster carers, parents providing home 
schooling and parents distance educating their children. Any exemption will be subject to review and 
if the grounds for the period of exemption from participation no 
longer exist the exemption may be revoked. 

Parenting Payment 
The Government has introduced changes that will benefit single and partnered parents and their 
children. The changes support and encourage parents to return to work when their youngest child is 
old enough to go to school.  

Customers: 
* claiming on or after 1 July 2006 with a youngest child under six years of age (if partnered) or 8 
years of age (if single) may apply for Parenting Payment  
 
* claiming on or after 1 July 2006 whose youngest child is aged six and over (if partnered), or eight 
and over (if single) will not be entitled to Parenting Payment and will need to apply for another income 
support 
payment (typically Newstart Allowance)  

 
 
* claiming on or after 1 July 2006 (both partnered and single) will be subject to part-time participation 
requirements when their youngest child turns six. New claimants with a youngest child under six 
years of age can volunteer for Job Network assistance at any time  
  
* granted Parenting Payment prior to 1 July 2006 will retain their eligibility and continue to receive 
Parenting Payment. These customers will be required to look for paid part-time work of at least 15 
hours a week and participate in appropriate services from 1 July 2007 or when their youngest child 
turns seven years of age (whichever is the later).

How To Get There 
Go along the South Eastern freeway and turn off at Mt Barker. Drive through the town until you come to the Strathalbyn 
sign. Go to Strathalbyn, drive through the side of the town and go on to Milang. Go right into Milang and keep going until 
you cant go any further. You will find a big board there. Turn right and keep going on the bitumen right around the lake. 
About 10 km out of Milang (2km before Clayton) there will be a crossroads with dirt roads to the right and left. The road to 
the left will have a sign saying Point Sturt, and also Point Sturt Camp. The road to the right is to Finniss. Take the dirt 
road to the left and about 1km along will be another dirt crossroads with a chapel on the left corner. The camp is on this 
corner - you should be able to see the besser brick dormitory behind the chapel. Note: there is another camp at Clayton, 
so don't get them confused! 
 
Facilities 
Toilet and shower block is away from the dormitories. The girls block has 3 toilets and 2 showers, the boys block 2 toilets, 
2 showers. The hall has tables of various sizes and 50 chairs (more chairs can be brought out). 
The kitchen has mugs, plates, cutlery, frying pans, saucepans etc, electric stove with 8 hotplates, microwave, fridge.

A HOME-SCHOOL FAMILY GAMES NIGHT  

Our approach to homeschooling is entirely Natural Learning. In other words, we consider that real learning takes place 
naturally through real life experience which has serious meaning. We have been homeschooling for 4years. Our family 
consists of Richard (aged 42) Carina (aged 40) and Isabella (aged 10) plus a miriad of pets. 

Part of our family experience has always included playing board games together. This tradition  began when Isabella was 
a toddler when we enjoyed lots of Ludo and Beetle and Memory games! Over the years we have gathered quite an 
extensive collection of board games, many from op-shops and fetes. Our family games night is an evening of fun 
and laughs, with competition never being high on the agenda. 

On a nominated games night we each choose one or more favourite games to play, which we play gathered around our 
dining table. In winter we usually adjourn to the fire-side accompanied by mugs of hot chocolate!  Some of the games 
take a few minutes to play and others take hours, so it all evens out.  A few of the regular favourites are Scrabble, Chess, 
Othello, Blokus, various card games, Game of Knowledge, Worst Case Scenario, Balderdash, Mastermind, National 
Geographic card game and Outwit.

Card Game – Pennies from Heaven  
 
"Every year, since the children were little, my parents come and stay for a week or two and we always end up playing 
cards at night. We mostly play one game - Pennies from Heaven - a card game played with five packs of cards.  
 
When I was a child my parents taught me how to play Canasta and it's similar to that, but seems to require more luck and 
less skill. It's a game for four players, playing in teams of two. A few years ago Roger suggested we all play - which 
made six of us - and he suggested we add another two packs of cards. The central stack and discard pile can get pretty 
high! I'm always amazed at how quickly the guys pick up new games and work out how to adjust the rules and game-play 
to accommodate new ideas. Like most card games,  
 
Pennies from Heaven requires some strategy as well as cooperation from your team mate in order to win. The idea is to 
work together to make four distinct canastas (seven cards of the same type), and then make as many other canastas as 
you can and try to 'go out' before the other teams. The first team to score 20,000 wins. This usually requires four rounds 
and takes about two hours. A great evening's entertainment."

OUR FAVOURITE GAME 
 
Our favourite game is CashFlow. 
 
CashFlow was designed to teach financial concepts like earning, spending, saving and investing and is sub-titled “How to 
get out of the Rat-Race”.  
 
Naturally, as financial advisors, we would encourage others to increase their financial intelligence wherever possible.  
Money is a subject that is still strangely missing in most school curricula.  And yet we have massive youth credit debt and 
bankruptcy. 
 
CashFlow is available as a boxed board game and is also available as an electronic computer version although we 
believe that the family participation is far more enhanced playing the boxed game around the table rather than crowding 
around a PC. 
 
The game is suitable for the whole family to play but probably not for children aged less than 8.  There is a junior version 
called CashFlow for Kids but again, not really suitable for children under 8 so they may as well learn to play the full senior 
game. 
 
Playing CashFlow you will randomly select an occupation – you could be a Doctor, Lawyer, Salesperson, Cleaner, or 
something else (do all have equal opportunity ?).  
You then roll a dice and move around the board collecting your wage or salary, paying bills, having children (with 
associated education costs) and being presented with various life headaches and investment opportunities which you can 
take up or decline. 
 
To win the game, you must get yourself into a position where your Passive Income (income from investments) is greater 
than your income from your job.  Thus you get yourself  “out of the rat race”.   
 
Although the first one to get out of the rat race wins the game the game can continue on until everyone gets out of the rat 
race.  You are not competing against others but against yourself and testing your decision making and knowledge to 
accept or decline possible opportunities to increase your wealth and passive income streams. 
 
The game is quite expensive (no doubt helping someone else to get themselves out the rat race) at around $295.00 
although we see them on e-bay now and again for less than that.  The electronic PC version costs about half the price of 
the physical version.  You can check these and other money products out at: http://shop.powwowevents.com.au  or 
come around sometime and roll the dice with us!

YU-GI-OH 
What it is?  
You may have seen the TV series Yu-gi-oh before and already be familiar with the game. But if you don’t know Yu-gi-oh it 
is a Trading Card Game (TCG) that originally started out when the creator, Kazuki Takahashi, added the game to his 
manga (Japanese comic) about Yugi. People asked more about the game and how it was played and soon after that the 
game expanded and is now played all around the world. It can be played mostly anywhere by two or more people. There 
are 1000's of different cards each with their different rules and attributes. The aim is to use your cards in as many combos 
as possible in order to defeat your opponent and win the game. Sometimes the best way to get the cards you need is to 
trade with friends. The basic way to start off is to buy a starter deck from most major stores and collectable sellers like 
Sports Card World, Kaos Collectables, etc., which costs about $20 - $25. 
Why I like it?  
Yu-Gi-Oh is one of the few games these days that keeps the younger generation off the computer. It promotes the use of 
young minds to come up with the perfect strategy to defeat your opponent. It is also a very easy way to teach simple math 
as well, with the amount of addition and subtraction that must be done to work out remaining Life Points and to determine 
damage by attacks. On a more personal note, The amount of strategies, combos and deck setups are more than enough 
to keep your mind going and to come up with a better deck setup yourself, so the opponent that defeated you yesterday, 
won't beat you today. This in turn will be repeated by your opponent until they beat you again, and so on, therefore 
increasing both of your understanding of strategies and combos simultaneously. Above all else, however, the game is fun, 
it is ever-changing so no 2 games are ever the same, and it is a perfect opportunity to get a group of people together in a 
social outing to play, trade and make a host of new friends. 
Where to play it?  
A duel between two people can literally be played anywhere with a table and chairs. This, of course, is your regular 
friendly game between friends. However, there are many more places, namely hobby shops, where players can 
congregate. Not only that, but some hobby shops hold tournaments where entrants can win some fabulous prizes, 
ranging from single cards to a tin of 5 booster packs. In addition, hobby shops that have official certification from Upper 
Deck can, on occasion, hold a Sneak Preview tournament. These give players an opportunity to get a sneak peek at a 
range of cards that won't be on shop shelves for at least another month. Cards that come from these sets are very 
valuable, and often very powerful.

Parent view of Yu-gi-oh  
 
G'day, I though I'd just add some comments to what I see of the game Yugioh (from the Herriman point of view). 
  
When I first seen the game, I was suspicious that it was a game where the person prepared to spend the most money (to 
get the most powerful cards) would always be the winner. I think there could still be that possibility, but to be fair to the 
people that the boys have met in this game, they have been very sporting. All the way from the least experienced through 
to the most experienced players is a kind of 'kinmanship' or sporting nature that allows freedom of trading and training. 
We have seen examples of the best players regularly helping the newer players to set up their decks to suit the player, 
and even give them some powerful cards to help them get started. As a game is being played with less experienced 
players, there is good chit - chat about how things can be played so the new player learns along the way. 
  
I couldn't believe the massively complicated rules that the players learn, as there are something like a couple thousand 
cards which can have many interactions with each other, depending on how they are applied. The cards have the rules 
printed on them (for that card) so the player needs to read fast, listen intently, learn quick and understand what people 
are saying, make decisions quickly and action it out. It doesn't end there, they usually go back through what happened 
and why and then "rebuild" their deck to better cope with their game play. 
  
I try to look at what can be gained by being involved in something, and probably the main thing I felt was that if the child 
can enjoy and survive in this game, they will definitely have an advantage to be able to handle "Business & Social Rules" 
when they go out into the world, as they have learnt to be adaptable in the game, and gain social skills too. 
  
Mind you, a caution: some kids "Live for the game", it does take up a reasonable amount of their time and thoughts. I can 
say that the players down here at Murray Bridge are a good bunch of kids, with our boys freely mixing in with older 
players who are in their early 20's and some younger ones. The social aspect has expanded to not only Yugioh but table 
tennis and computer network games.
