One of the most incredible feelings | have experienced in a long time was on this recent New Year’'s Day. We
were relaxing in the pool on that warm morning when our four year old son appeared and decided to join us.
Too lazy to put on his safety “floaties” | just said to Maria to let him come in and we would stay very near him
and watch him closely.

Timmy was then wanting to jump and dive between the few metres separating us and then, to our amazement,
commenced to swim to the other side of the pool, periodically coming up for breath just like he’d been doing it
for years. Our little boy could swim and without one single instruction. Our ongoing fears of our little boy
falling into the pool and drowning were suddenly diminished as we watched him go the full length of the pool
underwater with great speed, diving to pick up sunken leaves along the way.

Timmy had discovered a brand new underwater world that his safety floaties had not previously allowed him to
enter and he took to his new world like a marlin in the deep ocean. We had unknowingly set him free. Maria
and | have continued to closely watch him swim with great expertise every day since that day with much pride,
relief and satisfaction, always amazed at what we didn’t ever suspect he was capable of doing.

The story has many interesting analogies for home educators.

Our first thoughts were that parents, carers and teachers are far too often unaware of children’s abilities and
full potential. We often keep the safety net on them or under them (or deny them access entirely) because WE
don't believe that they are capable of accepting many greater risks and challenges and can often achieve
much more than what WE believe they can. Our children’s development can therefore be stifled and restricted
by our own fears, judgements and beliefs.

Our aim as parents, and especially as home educators, should be to try and recognise, allow and encourage

the maximum potential and development of our children — even if it does mean that they will surpass our own
abilities and sometimes test our beliefs and ideals.

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Memories from the Past

It's from a letter | wrote to friends, in 1999. Thomas was 12 then, Roger 16 and April was finishing high
school.

One of the things that goes through my mind these days is how ‘education’ is really like ‘interference' -when |
set out to 'teach’ my young people a 'lesson’, be it in any area of growth and development, | find it difficult to
justify my actions. | find myself questioning my motives, and how valid they are. What right have | to run such
interference in their learning paths? The things that just flow, and come naturally, seem to need no ulterior
motive, no drive, no planned or premeditated activities. | am finding spontaneous learning, derived from
responding to immediate needs, wants and circumstances, fill our day with all the 'lessons’ we each seem to
need!

That isn't to say | don't put activities on their paths from time to time - like a couple of days ago | waylaid
everyone's plans, after some consultation and persuasion, to fulfil my own goal of making a garden complete
with new pond! Five hours later we all went off and resumed our separate tasks - but no one minded the
activity, and everyone learned so much from the joint experience. Sometimes | go further afield, like organising
home schooling sessions for ice skating - we get a discounted rate for our family by going as a group, but also
get to share a new skill with dear friends - so much more learning in that! If we lived five minutes from the rink
my boys would organise themselves, and then do some fundraising to pay for their sessions. But we live
nearly an hour and a half away... too much to ask, even of teenagers!

Sometimes | recognise that my motives in preparing learning activities are really valid. | am responsible, legally
and morally, for the development of these young people. | know the kind of people | want them to be - people |
would admire, respect and want to be friends with. In the process of helping them develop their individual
characters | need to guide them toward my goal - constantly adjusting my perceptions of what my goal is to
meet their individual temperaments and personalities. It is give and take. Like most of life.

Honesty is really important to me, and when | demand it | expect it. But if | don't deserve it, if | don't earn
respect by my own behaviour then | can't demand it. | work hard to eliminate hypocrisy in our lives. Tolerance
is another pet subject, so my children are constantly exposed to my challenging of any thing and everything in
our environment to test our levels of tolerance or intolerance - not to judge, but to accept where we stand and
to understand why. And maybe change. | will run interference, otherwise known as 'education’ when | see the
need, but | don't tell my kids that there is only one way to be, or to live, or to learn. Mostly | let them find their
own preferred way, and step back, get out of the way, and stop interfering in the process! This is hard when
our values clash, as has happened on occasion with April who has spent many years of her adolescence at
high school.

Thanks Bev for letting me reprint this interesting story about your children when they were young this
is still very relevant to us all.
