MONARTO ZOO EDUCATIONAL WORKS PROGRAMME

A group of 21 children and 6 adults spent a great day at the zoo participating in their works programme and getting up
close and personal to the wildlife.

We began by measuring 200m distances between guide sign posts and dropping off the posts we were carrying. This
took us along one of the walking trails presently only accessible with a guide. After lunch we picked up paddy melons
outside the cheetah yard and watched ourselves being stalked, learning a few facts about cheetah behaviour. The
melons were dumped in the outer perimeter of the lion yard, so we went where only the keepers go and got very close to
the lioness pen, having time to observe them from our vehicles. After a brief trailer ride for the children, we collected
rocks and deposited them in the creek in the giraffe yard. Plenty of time was left at the end to watch the meerkats, visit
the rock wallabies and explore all the items on the touch tables in the visitor centre.

This was a day where the children could feel they were helping the zoo in its day to day running, viewing areas usually off
limits to the public and seeing most of the animals that live there.

Homeschooling in Canada
From the Knight family

Homeschooling in Canada seems to be a more accepted educational choice here than it is in Adelaide. In
Alberta, parents have the right to advise of their intention to homeschool. Each student needs to be registered with a
school board. A school board is basically a school be it private or public. Each school board interviews the parent and
homeschooled child at a minimum of 2 times per year — at least that is the requirement in Alberta.

There are many school board options and each school board may offer a slightly different set of experiences than
others. We have been connected with a school board which offers classes in a community centre. The children really
enjoy the classes which are capped at 15 children. Itisn't really like school out of school but | sometimes tire of the two
days out per week. Mainly because they are also our heaviest days in terms of evening commitments. However we are
slowly figuring out what we are willing to do and what we are not.

In Alberta homeschoolers receive funding from the government; however, this is not the case in every province of
Canada. | think one of the most obvious differences which are currently impacting us is the difference in the school year.
The school year here begins in September and finishes at the end of June for the summer months. The number of school
days are approximately the same as the Australian school calendar — just distributed differently. Right now the tension to
have the school year finalized is palpable as well as the excitement of the impending summer break and all the summer
fun to come!

Here are some thoughts from our children about homeschooling in Canada. In writing their pieces they first of all
sat around the table and jotted down each other’s thoughts as well as their own about each of their chosen topics. Then
from there they compiled their own mini stories.

Our Snowy experiences By We have visited Banff about 3
Ryan times so far. It is a place about
90 minutes drive from our house.
It is a town in the Canadian
Rocky Mountains.

The first time we visited we saw
a deer in somebody’s front
garden. The first visit was very
snowy. We wore really warm
clothes and snow boots.

We went into a gift shop and we
bought pop guns. | got a purple
one, Chris got a red one and
Ryan got a blue one. (Andrew
didn’t want one.) Later we played
with them in the snow.

There is a totem pole in Banff.
Totem poles are really tall and
they have pictures of animals or
birds carved into them. They let
people know whose home or land
they stand upon. They are
important signs for everyone
especially Canadian Aboriginal
people.

We took a gondola up to the top
of Sulphur Mountain. It was a bit
scary going up on the gondola
the first time. The gondola was
above the trees and it was
beautiful. We had lunch on the
top of the mountains and then we
went for a walk. We walked all
the way along a big long board
walk to the top of another
mountain where there was a
