After seeing an ad in our local paper for the competition, it sparked
some discussion in our home about what councils do and what
Angus thought could be done to improve our area.

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Pelican Point Power Station
We had a good turn out for the Pelican Point Power Station tour.
Everyone donned their hard hats, safety
glasses and sleeves.

The first stop was the education centre where
the kids talked about how fossil fuels are
formed, renewable energy sources and how
the power station works and this is how!

Gas Receiving Facility
Gas, the fuel source at Pelican Point, is delivered to this unmanned facility via a
330mm diameter buried pipeline. Here gas is filtered, pressure regulated and metered.

160MW Gas Turbine & Generator
After combustion, the hot gases expand through the gas turbine, which rotates the gas
turbine shaft at 3,000 rpm and this drives the electricity generator. The efficiency of the
gas turbine (ie the efficiency of the energy transformation from gas to electricity) is around
35%, contributing to the overall Pelican Point Power Station efficiency of 53%.

Heat Recovery Steam Generator
The Heat Recovery Steam Generator is a boiler where very pure water is converted to superheated steam using the heat
from the gas turbine combustion exhaust gases. This steam and its use in the steam turbine increase the overall
efficiency of the gas turbine/steam turbine (or ‘combined cycle’) operation to 53%.

165MW Steam Turbine & Generator
Superheated steam from the boilers is delivered to the steam turbine to produce electricity at 15,750 volts. The steam is
then condensed via the condenser before returning to the boilers for reuse.

Step Up Transformers
Electricity is produced at 15,750 volts by the power station generators. These
transformers increase the voltage to 275,000 volts before delivery to the transmission
network.
Cooling Water
10,000 litres per second of seawater is pumped through the steam turbine condenser to
cool the steam back to water for reuse in the boilers. The seawater is returned to the river

and rapidly cools to the prevailing river temperature.
Some kids found it fascinating, while others were a
little bored with the whole tour.

But it was a good way to get out of paper work for
the day.

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Know Taekwondo Know Confidence! By Sarah Knight

Several years ago my children and | started to learn Taekwondo. It's a great sport and it has become the passion of
Ryan, in particular. Since coming to Canada his learning experiences have widened in this sport in April this year he was
able to participate in the Western Canadian Tournament of Champions. This was his first Taekwondo tournament. There
were approximately 600 competitors from over the US, Mexico and Canada. Approximately 45 taekwondo dojangs

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FAQ - Back to Homeschool

Ok...here's a question for anyone out there who has time and energy to answer... What do you do to get your kids off to a
good start in their school year? Do you tell your kids, OK next Monday is the big day, we're going to be doing thus and
such...or just start in a relaxed fashion?

I'd sit down well in advance of the 'first day of homeschool' - not that we actually take holidays from homeschooling in our
house, but plenty of families do - and make a list of everything I'd like the children to cover in the coming year, then
narrow that list down to what is possible during the first couple of months. I'd think about seasonal activities and events
because experience has taught me that if | don't allow for them they will crop up as distractions and disrupt our planned
learning program anyway.

Having worked out what | want to happen, I'd talk to the children and find out if there is anything they are keen on doing or
learning. This will include taking up new sports or activities outside of the home, new hobbies, new pets, going on
holidays, etc. We're brainstorming at this stage so we can really fantasise. It's good to give the kids a couple of weeks to
mull this over and then come up with a master plan on a large sheet of paper or cardboard using a mind map. | like to
include family goals on this chart too, as well as those things | feel it is important the children should accomplish and learn
during the coming year.

Years ago | compiled a list of learning materials for the homeschool which I've recently refined into a rather lengthy
booklet. | found the list useful to prompt ideas for learning, or to remind us of areas that we've let slip or haven't touched
on yet. We were always able to brainstorm activities from the list. If there were any particular resources I'd jot down a
reminder to buy them when next in the city.

One of the biggest hassles we had when homeschooling at the beginning of the year was dealing with the question, "How
was your first day at school?". Most people think that homeschooling is exactly like school, with the children sitting down
at desks, opening new books and using new pencils, etc. Nothing can be further from the truth, though | do confess that |
loved the first day of school so much as a kid, and the week beforehand getting ready for it, that | did splash out one year
and recreated the experience as school at home, with everything except the uniforms!

| learned to side step the question because | found most people couldn't handle the fact that one day is very much the
same as the next in our home, and that the beginning of the 'school' year is usually a relaxed affair. We avoided going out
on that day as the roads are busier than usual. My kids actually felt sorry for the school kids, especially the five year olds
who always looked so little to be heading off to school at such a young age.

For a while I'd do my best to translate our activity based learning program to sound more school like when the children
were asked questions if they'd done their maths. The children hated being quizzed in this way by other people and would
often give the silent treatment, which didn't reflect well on our homeschooling practice! Often the answer depended on
who had asked the question. It was always difficult as the questions undermined my confidence and | could see why the
children chose to ignore them completely. | always felt the need to respond, to justify our choice of homeschooling,
although this usually slipped into comparisons between going to school and learning at home. All very wearying!

We don't need to justify our choices to other people, not even our children's grandparents. We deserve to be trusted, to
be allowed to grow and learn as parents in the fullness of time. We deserve support. | expect my family and friends to
realise that because | love my children more than life itself there is no way I'd knowingly harm them and that
homeschooling isn't some kind of radical social experiment but a loving commitment to do the best | can by my children. It
is with this understanding that I'd prefer to start the new homeschooling, in a spirit of confidence and enthusiasm for the
job ahead. Thanks Beverley for these articles
